The ASCE Leader Training Committee (LTC) has developed a set of Talking Points and accompanying PowerPoints presentations for Region Governors and Section and/or Branch leaders to use when addressing Section & Branch members, student groups or other constituent groups about ASCE activities, initiatives, and programs.

The Talking Points are generally organized in the following format: SUMMARY, KEY POINTS, OUTCOMES, and RESOURCES. Each Talking Point has a Word document and a PowerPoint file associated with it. The Word document gives the reader backup information, the subject and the PowerPoint slides complement the Word document. Some of the PowerPoint slides are full presentations while others are resources for the presenter.
The slides and accompanying talking points may be downloaded individually and tailored to your specific presentation. Some of the PowerPoint slides include notes as well.
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
