Topic ASCE New Code of Ethics.

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ASCE has had a Code of Ethics for engineers since 1914, providing guidance and presenting
the obligations that the profession places on engineers. The Code of Ethics for ASCE was
relatively consistent from 1977 to 2020 with a few changes, such as adding in the
importance of sustainability. The new ASCE Code of Ethics updated on October 26, 2020, is
changed from the list of Canons in the old Code of Ethics to stating acceptable ethical
behavior of engineers per a prioritized list of Stakeholders. Drs. Bertha and Starrett will
cover the new Code of Ethics, present major moral theories, connect the application of
engineering with common approaches to ethical decision making, and critique the strengths
and weaknesses of the new Code of Ethics.

Drs. Bertha and Starrett have long collaborated on engineering ethics topics, and in 2017
published Engineering Ethics Real-World Case Studies.

Dr. Starrett is Dean of Engineering at LeTourneau University with a background in civil
