2024 Recap

The year 2024 was a landmark year for Hawaii, particularly for the ASCE
Student Chapter at the University of Hawaii at Manoa and the ASCE
Hawaii Section. This year marked significant achievements and milestones for
both groups, highlighting their continued commitment to advancing civil
engineering education and practice in the region. Their contributions and
successes not only raised the profile of Hawaii in the broader ASCE
community but also underscored the growing impact of local engineering talent
and leadership.
The ASCE Hawaii student chapter hosted the Pacific Southwest Symposium
(PSWS) on April 4-6, 2024, with the help of the ASCE Hawaii Section;
generous sponsors; and the University Of Hawaii College Of Engineering.
PSWS 2024 brought over 790 civil engineering students from 14 universities
across California and Hawaii, who applied their academic knowledge and
project management skills in a series of challenges designed to showcase
essential qualities for the civil engineering profession. These challenges tested
their teamwork, critical thinking, and technical expertise, including participation
in the Society’s flagship student event, the ASCE Concrete Canoe competition.
Although the ASCE Hawaii student chapter placed second on the Concrete
Canoe competition at PSWS, they were able to score a wild card and advance
to the ASCE Civil Engineering Student Championships in June at Brigham
Young University.
