2025 ALASKA INFRASTRUCTURE
REPORT CARD ROLLOUT

On February 26, the Alaska Section unveiled the 2025 Alaska Infrastructure
Report Card at a televised event held at the Alaska Capitol in Juneau.   This
event, led by David Gamez, P.E., represented the culmination of a 15-month
effort involving over 30 volunteers studying 13 categories of infrastructure. 
These comprehensive assessments highlighted major issues,
recommendations, and improvements since the release of 2021 Report Card,
including the projected impacts of the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act
(IIJA) and other public works legislation enacted during a time of challenged
state and federal state budgets.  The overall grade climbed to a “C” from the
“C-” grade in the 2021 Report Card.
Alaska’s unique geography, harsh climate, seismic activity, sparse population,
and accessibility challenges all create significant challenges for Alaska’
infrastructure.  Those challenges affect rural and village communities to a far
greater extent than the more urbanized areas, and some communities deal
with third-world conditions, particularly for solid waste and wastewater
disposal.  In those communities, new and sustainable solutions are critically
needed.  Elsewhere in Alaska, there are unmet needs for power capacity,
transit, and marine highways, and the Port of Alaska (Anchorage) needs
significant repair and upgrade.  That said, the report points out that the best
solutions do not always involve new capital investments; they often consist of
improving maintenance and operation of what we already have through asset
management, assuring timely monitoring and maintenance and optimization of
upgrades and replacements.
The rollout event was held in conjunction with the annual Alaska Legislative
Fly-In, in which 11 volunteers from the Alaska Professional Design Council
(APDC) met with legislators on various professional engineering and design
topics, including the Report Card. 
The rollout (presented by David Gamez, Daniel Nichols, and Greg Kinney) was
covered by several Alaska news outlets.
